Remembering
	Locate the map key on any give map and become familiar with where it is and purpose (definition shared and read aloud).  
	Recognize the compass rose and map key on different types of maps and become familiar with its purpose.
	Label the directions (north, south, east, and west) and map key on provided map.
	Identify the directions on a compass rose by pointing (with their arm) in the correct direction and point out key on a map (physically touch).
	Write a song or phrase about the four cardinal directions of a map and the purpose of a key. (Use definitions of words as lyrics)

	List the directions of a compass rose and explain it to the group (small group). Discuss the purpose of a map key and definition.

	Draw a compass rose along with labeling the directions on a map (independently). Read over and become familiar with definitions of both.
	Describe the location of points throughout the playground using directions . (Actually be outside so they are able to see realistic directions). Also discuss map key definition outside.

	 Explain the components of a map key to the class (presentation or to partner) in their own words.
	Match the symbols from a map key to their meaning (on worksheet). 
	Illustrate a map and key using their own symbols on a poster and be able to explain it.
	Express understanding of map and key through presentation (with partner). Stand and present and point at components on a map.
	Compare the components of map keys on two different maps by creating a rhyme or poem.
	Relate symbols from map keys on different maps that other classmates have (walk around the classroom and discuss).
	Confirm ability to identify different symbols from map keys and explain them (short answer response). 
	Defend how they were able to locate things using components of a map (either outside on the playground or in open field/ “treasure hunt”).

	Show the components found in map key on the map and provide examples (small group) on the map they create.
	Draw a map with necessary components and key using new symbols and key and present to small group.
	Choose symbols to represent different components of a map and create a key to display in the classroom.
	Explain similarities and differences between components of map keys by grouping strategies/game (around the classroom). Choose symbols they saw to create their own map.
	Apply their understanding of map keys in whole group game about maps (Symbol Search Riddle Game-could be whole group). After becoming familiar with components, create their own map. 
	Discover different symbols used on various types of maps that classmates created (small group “meetings” to compare) including the maps they create themselves.
	Prepare a short explanation or description (written out) of the map they created; specifically explain the components of their key.
	Make a map and key using various materials from nature (rocks, sticks, grass, etc.)  in a small group and be able to present and point out the necessary components of the map.

	Point out the location of a state capital using the symbols from the key. 
	Analyze the components of a map and be able to recognize the capital in each state.
	Differentiate the components of different map keys and locate the state capitals.
	Construct the shape of states and location of capital using string and teamwork (visually represent).
	Compare the different symbols used for cities and capitals on maps . Explain through piggy back song. 
	Research the different types of symbols used and locate the state capital on each map in their small group (3 to 4 students).
	Examine  various types of maps and locate (circle) the state capital and symbol used on each map.
	Distinguish the location of each state capital by finding/discovering the symbol under the soil.  Dig to find the location and then explain it (small group).

	Combine understanding of map key and directions to locate specific spot/thing in the classroom (Work together in small group.)
	Design their own map and map key to a specific spot/thing (partner work) in the classroom.
	Create a map of the classroom-large poster to display in the classroom  identifying specific area  (partner work).
	Develop a chant with motions/actions to describe a specific spot in the classroom using a map as the guide.
	Plan a short skit to describe their map and lead the class to a specific spot in the classroom. 
	Produce a map of their specific location within a small group (in the classroom) and present to classmates.
	Invent a map along with a key to a specific spot in the classroom or school. 
	Construct a map describing a specific place in the classroom using textured materials as stamps (leaves, tree bark, etc.)

	Evaluation/

Creating
	Critique (respectfully) the map and maps keys created by classmates. Provide feedback verbally. 
	Compare the symbols between two map keys and identify similarities and differences between classmates maps.
	Judge whether the map was easy to understand based on clarity of map key and symbols that classmates created.
	Relate the symbols on a map to the components of the map key by agreeing or disagreeing with correctness (left side of the classroom or right/ move for each question).
	Assess different types of maps and be able to recognize and understand the components. Share findings through song, poem, or rhyme. 
	Summarize the purpose and role of a map key with specific examples from classmate’s maps and then share out what they found in around the world rotation. 
	Consider the necessity of having a map key and symbols to understand a map. Write in short paragraph (2-4 sentences) about what they noticed on classmate’s maps. 
	Relate the symbols used on different classmate’s maps to describe the purpose of a map key and directions.  Make comparison or practical relation of how they could use this while on a hike in the forest (have students come up with how they could apply their knowledge).
